THE VINTAGE

It wasn't until we crafted our first vintage of Eleanor that we realized just how
beautifully our Rutherford Cabernet Sauvignon blends with our Geyserville
Cabernet Sauvignon. The resulting wine is always rich, robust, and extracted.
2016 experienced a traditional season where a cold, wet winter was followed by
prolonged summer heat that let the fruit develop excellent flavor concentration
and ripe tannins. Harvest was spread out over many weeks, creating a slow
pace that allowed the winemaking team to devote more attention to each batch
of fruit. This extra care is reflected in the exceptional quality of this complex
blend.

THE TASTE

Full-bodied and explosive on the palate, our 2016 Eleanor offers decadence
and impressive depth. A warm, spicy fragrance heady with scents of leather,
tobacco, cocoa, and wild berries is followed by succulent impressions of
plums, black cherries, and anise. The wine's richness carries through to the
finish, where intriguing notes of lavender and minerals appear. This vintage will
continue to evolve in the bottle for another 3-5 years if you have the patience.
